Pravidla pro Iétani s RC modely

Vseobecné pokyny

Letisté CZECH HEAVEN je privatni modelarské letisté véetné jeho arealu umisténé v k.U. Budkovice (“Letisté”) a provoz na ném se Fidi timto
provoznim fadem pravidly pro Iétani s RC modely - pilot, pokyny Provozovatele a Spravce letisté (“Provozni fad”).

Pilot/uzivatel provozujici RC model na tomto Letisti vyslovné souhlasi s pravidly obsazenymi v Provoznim Fadu pro létani s RC modely - pilot
na Letisti a bude se jimi Fidit.

Pfed zahajenim provozu se Pilot seznami se s Provoznim radem.

Podminkou zahajeni provozu modelu je Ghrada poplatku za uzivani Letisté v zakaznické zéné, dostupné na www.czechheaven.cz. (alternativné
jako sluzba k ubytovani). Tato podminka neplati v pfipadé poradani akci organizovanych Provozovatelem Letisté. Pokud bude pilot uzivat
Letisté bez uhrazeného poplatku nebo €lenstvi, je povinen uhradit Provozovateli nebo Spravci letisté sankci ve vysi 1.000,- K¢ za kazdé takové
poruseni povinnosti uhradit poplatek. V pripadé organizované akce je Pilot opravnén uzivat Letisté v souladu s nasledujicim odstavcem.

PFi organizované akci, leteckém dnu, sout&Zi, podiéha provoz na Letisti pfimym pokynim Ridiciho letového provozu. S pravidly platnymi pro dany den
seznami Ridici letového provozu Piloty pfed zahajenim létani. Organizované akce s konkrétnimi terminy konani (kalendar akci) jsou uvedeny
na www.czechheaven.cz.

Bezpecnostni pravidla

Letovy prostor pro provoz modell je vymezen zacatkem asfaltové drahy — blizSi hranou asfaltové drahy od bezpeénostni sité. Tato linie je
oznacovana jako tzv. SAFETY LINE, ktera tento prostor vymezuje. Provoz modelu je mozny pouze na sever od SAFETY LINE. Na levé strané je
prostor omezen statni silnici 152 a vpravo okrajem lesa do maximalni vyse 300m.

Vzdusny prostor letisté od SAFETY LINE na jih je vyhrazen vyhradné pro provoz letadel ULL a GA.

Pokud se v prostoru uréeném pro provoz modeld z n&jakého ddvodu objevi provoz ULL, GA, nebo létajici zafizeni ACR, pilot modelu
bezprostredné po zjisténi této skutecnosti pristane. Jakmile provoz opusti vymezeny prostor pro modely, muze v ¢innosti pokracovat.

Poruseni této bezpecné letové zény je dlivodem k okamzitému ukoncéeni letu modelu a pfi opakovaném poruseni zakazu dalSiho uzivani
Letisté Pilotovi/uzivateli.

Do prostoru mezi ochranou sit a asfaltovou drahu smi pouze Piloti a jejich pomocnici.

Pilot je pIné zodpovédny své pomocniky a za provoz a pilotaz svého modelu. Za Skody vzniklé touto €innosti, jak na majetku, tak na zdravi plné
odpovida pilot. Za osoby mladsi 18-ti let odpovida jejich zakonny zastupce.

Pilot je povinen mit sjednané pojisténi odpovédnosti za zplisobenou §kodu provozem modelu a/nebo odpovédnosti podle platnych pravnich
predpisl a je povinen jej na vyzadani predlozit.

Pilot provozujici model letadla je povinen byt drzitelem platného osvédceni o absolvovani online Skoleni a ispésném slozeni zkousky pro kategorii
A1/A3 dle pozadavktl Uradu pro civilni letectvi nebo jiné pFislusné autority v ramci EU.

Pilot je povinen byt schopen tuto certifikaci na vyzadani dolozit.
Provozovatel modelu letadla je povinen byt registrovan u Urad pro civilni letectvi nebo jiné prislusné autority v ramci EU (napf. modelarsky klub).
VsSechna provozovana modelova letadla musi byt viditelné oznacena platnym registracnim Cislem provozovatele

Pro provoz letadel pohanénych spalovacimi motory a turbinami ve dnech pondéli az patek je vyhrazena nasledujici doba:
- pohon pistovymi motory do 50ccm a turbiny 9.00-19.00 hod
- pohon pistovymi motory nad 50ccm 9.00-12.00 a 13.00-19.00 hod

Pro provoz letadel pohanénych spalovacimi motory a turbinami v sobotu a nedéli je vyhrazena nasledujici doba:
* pohon pistovymi motory do 50ccm a turbiny 9.00-19.00 hod
- pohon pistovymi motory nad 50ccm 9.00-12.00 a 14.00-18.00 hod

Pro provoz (trénink) pilotéZe obfich modell s pistovymi motory, které dosahuji vyssich letovych hladin a tim pronikavéjsiho Sifeni hluku do pfilehlych
lokalit, je nutné spliovat hlukové limity zavazné pro mezinarodni soutéze dané kategorie, do které model patfi a vzdy se predem dohodnout se
Spravcem letisté, Provozovatelem nebo Ridicim letového provozu. Pro tyto ucely budou dohodnuty individualni podminky.

Je zakazano ridit modely pod vlivem alkoholu a omamnych latek.

Provoz dronli musi pilot pfedem dohodnout se Spravcem leti$té, Provozovatelem nebo Ridicim letového provozu. Kazdy start dronu musi

byt registrovan v dronemap.gov.cz.

Provozni doba m(ize byt Spravcem letist&, Provozovatelem nebo Ridicim letového provozu upravena dle potfeby.

Vyjimkou je provoz pFi organizované akci, leteckém dnu, souté&zi, kdy provoz podléha pfimym pokyndm Ridiciho letového provozu
nebo Rediteli soutéze.

Provozni pravidla

Automobily je mozno parkovat pouze ve vyhrazeném prostoru pro parkovani u konce prijezdové komunikace, mimo zatravnéné plochy. Volny
pohyb vozidel mimo komunikace je na Letisti zakazan. Pfi organizovanych akcich jsou Fidi¢i povinni dbat pokynut poradatell prislusné akce.

Piloti jsou plné odpovédni za provoz svych vysilacl a koordinaci provozu s ostatnimi piloty. Piloti jsou povinni si navzajem zkoordinovat svuj
provoz modelul na letisti tak, aby nedoslo ke vzajemnym kolizim a nehodam a tim zabranili vzniku Skod.

Za Skody vzniklé porusenim Provozniho fadu nebo pravnich predpist, jak na majetku, tak na zdravi pIné odpovida Pilot.

Pfi porudeni Provozniho Fadu je Spravce letist&, Provozovatel letisté pfipadné Ridici letového provozu opravnén prikazat Pilotovi ukonéit
provoz modelu.

Spravce letisté nebo Provozovatel letisté je opravnén pripadné vykazat z arealu Letisté ty osoby, které svym chovani ohrozuji nebo omezuji
ostatni uzivatele.

Navstévnici jsou povinni udrzovat v arealu Letisté poradek.

Do arealu je zakaz vstupu se zviraty.

Operating Rules of the Model Airfield CZECH HEAVEN - Pilot CZECH

RC Model Flight Rules

General Provisions

The CZECH HEAVEN airfield is a private model airfield and related premises located in the cadastral area of Budkovice (the “Airfield”).
All operations at the Airfield are governed by these RC Model Flight Rules — Pilot, together with instructions issued by the Airfield Operator
and the Airfield Manager (the “Operating Rules”).

Any pilot/user operating an RC model at the Airfield expressly agrees to comply with these Operating Rules and shall follow them at all times.
Before commencing any flight operations, the Pilot shall familiarize themselves with these Operating Rules.

Operation of a model aircraft is permitted only after payment of the Airfield usage fee via the customer zone available at www.czechheaven.cz
(alternatively as part of an accommodation service). This requirement does not apply during events organized by the Airfield Operator.

If a Pilot uses the Airfield without paying the required fee or membership, the Pilot shall pay the Operator or Airfield Manager a contractual
penalty of CZK 1,000 for each violation.

During organized events, airshows, or competitions, operations at the Airfield are subject to the direct instructions of the Flight Operations
Director. The applicable rules for the given day shall be communicated to all Pilots before flying begins. Scheduled organized events are listed
at www.czechheaven.cz.

Safety Rules

The flight area designated for model operations is defined by the beginning of the asphalt runway — specifically the runway edge closest
to the safety net. This boundary is referred to as the “"SAFETY LINE".

Model operations are permitted only north of the SAFETY LINE. The operating area is limited on the left side by State Road 152 and on the right side
by the forest edge, up to a maximum altitude of 300 m.

The airspace south of the SAFETY LINE is reserved exclusively for ultralight aircraft (ULL) and general aviation (GA) traffic.

If any ULL, GA aircraft, or Czech Armed Forces aircraft enters the designated model flight area, the model Pilot must immediately land their
model aircraft. Flying may resume once such traffic has left the designated model area.

Violation of the designated safety zone is grounds for immediate termination of the flight. Repeated violations may result in prohibition
of further use of the Airfield by the Pilot/user.

Only Pilots and their assistants are permitted in the area between the safety net and the asphalt runway.

The Pilot is fully responsible for their assistants and for the operation and piloting of their model aircraft. The Pilot bears full responsibility for any
damage caused to property or health arising from such activities. In the case of persons under 18 years of age, responsibility lies with their
legal guardian.

The Pilot must hold valid liability insurance covering damage caused by operation of the model aircraft and/or liability insurance required
under applicable legislation and shall present proof upon request.

A Pilot operating a model aircraft must hold a valid certificate confirming completion of online training and successful completion of the A1/A3
examination in accordance with the requirements of the Civil Aviation Authority or another competent authority within the EU.

The Pilot must be able to provide proof of such certification upon request.

The operator of the model aircraft must be registered with the Civil Aviation Authority or another competent authority within the EU (for
example through a model aircraft association or club).

All model aircraft operated at the Airfield must be visibly marked with the valid operator registration number.

Operating hours for aircraft powered by combustion engines and turbines from Monday to Friday are as follows:
- piston engines up to 50 cc and turbines: 09:00-19:00
- piston engines over 50 cc: 09:00-12:00 and 13:00-19:00

Operating hours for aircraft powered by combustion engines and turbines on Saturdays and Sundays are as follows:
- piston engines up to 50 cc and turbines: 09:00-19:00
- iston engines over 50 cc: 09:00-12:00 and 14:00-18:00

Operation and training flights of giant-scale models powered by piston engines, which reach higher altitudes and may cause increased noise
propagation to surrounding areas, must comply with the noise limits applicable to international competitions within the relevant category.
Such operations must always be agreed in advance with the Airfield Manager, Operator, or Flight Operations Director. Individual operating
conditions may be established for these purposes.

Operating model aircraft under the influence of alcohol or narcotic substances is strictly prohibited.

Drone operations must be agreed in advance with the Airfield Manager, Operator, or Flight Operations Director. Each drone flight must be
registered in the Czech drone portal at dronemap.gov.cz.

Operating hours may be modified by the Airfield Manager, Operator, or Flight Operations Director as required.

An exception applies during organized events, airshows, or competitions, where operations are subject to direct instructions issued by the Flight
Operations Director or Competition Director.
Operational Rules

Vehicles may only be parked in designated parking areas located at the end of the access road and outside grass areas. Driving vehicles outside
designated roads and access routes within the Airfield premises is prohibited.

During organized events, drivers must follow the instructions of event organizers.

Pilots are fully responsible for operation of their radio transmitters and for coordination with other Pilots. Pilots must coordinate their flight
operations with one another in order to prevent collisions, accidents, and resulting damage.

The Pilot bears full responsibility for any damage to property or health resulting from violation of these Operating Rules or applicable legal
regulations.

In the event of violation of these Operating Rules, the Airfield Manager, Airfield Operator, or Flight Operations Director is authorized to order
the Pilot to terminate flight operations.

The Airfield Manager or Operator is authorized to remove from the Airfield premises any persons whose behavior endangers or restricts other users.
Visitors are required to keep the Airfield premises clean and orderly.

Animals are not permitted within the Airfield premises.
